Aims of this Exercise

The aims of this exercise are to allow participants to consider the issues involved when making use of syndicated content...

A - Management Issues

Consider the following questions:

What structure does your organization need to support information sharing in this way? 

What support will people need to make use of RSS?

Are there any issues in using third party content? Can you rely on them? Do you need editorial or other policies? How would you indicate that the content came from somewhere else? Would this confuse?

If you don't support these things now (and perhaps don't want to) are you likely to in the future?
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B - Technical Issues

Consider the following questions:

What support do you, as a developer, need to make this happen?

What support would you need to provide to library users / staff in creating and using RSS?

What software / hardware are you using now and is it sufficient? Does it already support RSS or other syndication formats? Some CMS will export RSS automatically from HTML for example.
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
