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Institutional Web Management Workshop 2006:
Quality Matters
Call for Speakers and Workshop Facilitators

14-16th June 2006 at the University of Bath
About The Workshop

The tenth in the series of Institutional Web Management Workshops will be held at the University of Bath on 14 –16th June 2006. This annual workshop, organised by UKOLN, is aimed at members of Web management teams and others involved in Web development in the UK higher and further education and related communities. 

The workshop consists of a mixture of plenary presentations, discussion groups, hands-on sessions, etc. In addition there will be a social programme including a dinner and reception, which will provide an opportunity for informal networking.

Topics

The call for speakers is now open. The range of topics which may be covered at the workshop is broad, reflecting the wide range of interests and challenges which face those involved in providing institutional Web services.

The theme for this year's workshop is "Quality Matters". We particularly welcome submissions which reflect this theme. This could include consideration of various facets of quality, for example from a user angle this might include usability, accessibility, content etc.; how we are ensuring the provision of quality Web services; the concept of added value; quality from a marketing angle; use of quality assurance and quality control within the Web community; measuring quality; auditing; etc.

In addition to this specific theme, the workshop will also provide an opportunity to hear about and discuss a range of issues relevant to the provision of institutional Web services. Relevant topics may include, but are not restricted to the following:

	· Web Strategies

· Management and Resource Issues

· User Issues

· Information Management
	· e-Learning, e-Business

· Technical Issues

· Staff Development 

· Legal Issues


Format

The workshop will consist of a number of plenary presentations together with a larger number of parallel sessions. The plenary presentations will last for 30-45 minutes; the parallel workshop sessions will probably last for 90 minutes and the parallel briefing sessions will last from 30 minutes – 1 hour.
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Plenary Talks
We invite proposals for talks at the plenary sessions. This will involve delivering a talk lasting for around 30 minutes to all delegates (likely to be around 150). We invite proposals from well-known speakers with a national or international reputation. The main requirements for plenary speakers are to talk on a subject that is of relevance to a significant proportion of the audience and to engage the audience's interest. Presentations are likely to be on a subject which has national relevance or an institutional or regional case study which provides insights which will be of general interest. Talks should not cover detailed technical material or be too parochial.

Workshop Facilitators

Proposals are invited for parallel workshop sessions which will last for 90 minutes. Workshop sessions should aim to be interactive and allow the opportunity for participants to contribute actively, through involvement in discussions, hands-on exercises, etc. 

There are a number of approaches which may be taken to workshop sessions such as: discussion groups, birds of a feather sessions, hands-on sessions, community sessions, etc. This year to help delegates decide on appropriate workshop sessions we would like to implement a rating system. Details of these rating systems are on the Web site.

This year proposals are also invited for briefing sessions which will last for 30 minutes - 1 hour. Unlike workshop sessions, briefing sessions do not need to be primarily interactive; the facilitator may wish to present on a specific subject area and then provide an opportunity for questions and general discussion afterwards.
