About the Workshop

The eleventh Institutional Web Management Workshop will be held at the University of York on 16th – 18th July 2007. This annual workshop, organised by UKOLN, is aimed at members of Web management teams and others involved in Web development in the UK higher and further education and related communities. 

The workshop consists of a mixture of plenary presentations, discussion groups, hands-on sessions, etc. In addition there will be an exhibition and a social programme including a dinner and reception, which will provide an opportunity for informal networking.

Topics

The call for speakers will be open in the New Year. The range of topics that can be covered at the workshop is broad, reflecting the wide range of interests and challenges that face those involved in providing institutional Web services. Relevant topics may include, but are not restricted to the following:

The workshop will consist of a number of plenary presentations together with a larger number of parallel sessions. The plenary presentations will last for 30-45 minutes; the parallel workshop sessions will last for 90 minutes.

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About Last Year’s Workshop

The tenth annual Institutional Web Management Workshop (IWMW) took place in June 2006 at the University of Bath and attracted a total of 195 delegates, the biggest to date. The University’s Vice-Chancellor, Professor Glynis Breakwell gave the opening welcome and began by emphasising the ever-increasing importance of the Web site in the marketing of an Institution.

Plenary Talks

The plenary talks provide an opportunity for delegates to hear first-hand the experiences of providing an Institutional Web service. This year’s theme was Quality Matters and a number of talks covered diverse areas relating to various facets of quality including Delivering a Quality Assured Web environment. Other talks included What Does Openness Mean to the Web Manager? and Reflections on 10 years of the Institutional Web. There was also a plenary debate on the pros and cons of Content Management Systems and a panel session, which gave panellists an opportunity to explore some a number of different perspectives on the potential of Web 2.0 within learning activities. 

Workshop Sessions

The parallel sessions provide delegates with an opportunity to actively participate in some hands-on work. Some of the more popular session topics were: making RSS work, getting your hands dirty with podcasting and addressing institutional barriers to Web 2.0 technologies. One exciting aspect of the workshop was the use of new technologies including wireless network, the access grid, the Web site Chatbot, and workshop chat rooms.

Social Events

Alongside the educational aspects of the workshop it is always important to provide ample opportunity for delegates to socialise and network. One of the highlights of this year’s event was a drinks reception at the Roman Baths with plenty of time to tour round the pump rooms. The workshop meal took the form of a barbeque and delegates were treated to a set from local band ‘El Vino Cheapo’ and local rapper sword dancing group 'Northgate Rapper'.
