Exercise 1 – Running An ‘Amplified Event’
You are running an event for Web managers and wish to use 3rd party services in order to (a) enrich the event and (b) allow participants to gain experiences of technologies of relevance to their institutions. Exercise 3: Use of Twitter

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Exercise 4: Student Blogs
Your institution is about to deploy a student blog service. When the students leave the content of their blog, together with other data will be routinely deleted. You are concerned that students will lose content which could be valuable to them.

Exercise 5: Use of Facebook
Your institution has set up a presence on Facebook which is proving popular with potential students. However you are keeping no records of the developments to the Facebook page and have no documented policies or processes for managing your content and user-provdied content.

How much of a concern is this? How would you address the concerns?

Exercise 6: Developing A Policy 
Your institution wishes to develop an institutional policy covering the preservation of resources held on externally hosted Web 2.0 services
How should the institution go about doing this? 
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
