Early content focused on news items and reflective pieces by UKOLN staff on a range of aspects related to the Web and networked information services. Since April 2010 most of the content has been in the form of guest posts from practitioners writing about their own experiences.
Topics covered in recent blog posts include making time for Web 2.0 [1], using a wiki as a staff development tool [2] and an iPHone app for an archival collection [3].
