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Simple Metadata Example (1a)
Aims:
To gain an understanding of some of the issues which need to be addressed when developing services which make use of metadata.
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Background
The <acronym> and <abbr> HTML tags can be used to markup acronyms and abbreviations. These can then be highlighted in a Web browser and the acronym / abbreviation expanded, as illustrated.
In Figure 1 the abbreviation AHDS and the acronym are highlighted by underlining.  Moving the cursor over the JISC acronym causes the full definition to be displayed.
Purpose Of This Metadata

The <acronym> and <abbr> HTML tags provide metadata – they give the full meaning of the acronyms and abbreviations (i.e. they provide data about data).
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The <acronym> and <abbr> HTML tags are intended primarily for accessibility purposes. 

However they can also be used to produce automated glossaries. An acronym/abbreviation crawler has been developed by Tom Heath. This crawler has run over a number of Web sites in order to produce an automated glossary, as illustrated in Figure 1.

This provides an example of another definition of the term metadata: data which is used by software for automated processing.
Quality Assurance

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Simple Metadata Example (1b)

Aims:
To gain an understanding of some of the issues which need to be addressed when developing services which make use of metadata.

Background

Hard disk drive jukebox players such as the iPod, Xclef, etc. with a hard disk drive of 20 Gb or more can store in excess of 5,000 music tracks.
In order to provide speedy access to the music there is a need to provide metadata for the music, such as the album name, title, artist, genre, etc.

There are many software applications which can be used to create, edit and manage metadata for digitise music tracks. ‘Ripping’ software such as MusicMatch can be used to convert CDs to digital format (typically in MP3 or WMA formats). It is possible to create the metadata by hard, although if you have many CDs to convert to digital format it may be preferable to connect to an online database which will provide the metadata for you automatically.
Purpose Of This Metadata

The metadata is used to be able to quickly find a particular track and to group together tracks.

The metadata can be used to create the filename and directory name for the music. For example you can normally use the ripping software to create a filename based on the metadata to collect, such as the album name, artist, track name, track number, etc.
