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Use Case Summary

A user wishes to submit an IMS-compliant content package to a repository using a client application (e.g. the Jorum client tool or one built upon RELOAD).  Subject to the user having provided sufficiently complete metadata during the authoring process, the submitted package is ready for publication in the repository.

	The user selects a group from the list.

	5
	The user confirms their choice by pressing a button.

	6
	The package is then submitted to the repository, where it is allocated to the correct group.

	Use case terminates.
