	At the end of the examination process all successful PhD and MPhil candidates are required to submit the final version of their thesis to the University.

Instead of submitting two hard bound copies to the relevant College Office (the current submission process), during 2004/05 it was agreed that all PhD and MPhil students who began their studies on or after 1 September 2005 would be required to submit one hardbound copy of their thesis to the library, in addition to depositing an electronic copy in the Edinburgh Research Archive (ERA). This was agreed in order to enable the University to maintain an electronic repository of theses in the Edinburgh Research Archive (ERA) and thus to provide an invaluable tool for researchers both within and outwith the University. 
After the examination process, the postgraduate student will deposit one hardcopy thesis, plus an electronic version to the Library. The e-thesis can be submitted online, as an e-mail attachment, or on a cd/dvd with the bound version. 
Upon receipt of the two versions the files will be uploaded to the repository where necessary, and the metadata checked by librarian staff of the e-resources team. Any restrictions will be placed on the item at this time. Once these criteria have been passed the College Office will be advised that the student is eligible for graduation.
